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Mandated Services and Authority

California Government Code, Section 26600 outlines the
duties of the Sheriff and states that the Sheriff:

arrest all persons who attempt or commit public offenses,

be the authority to keep the county jail and the prisoners in
it, and

serve all process and notices in the manner prescribed by
law

In addition to being a Constitutional Officer of the County,
the Sheriff also acts as:

Coroner,
Director of Emergency Services, and
An Officer of the Court
